Cutting Instructions:

-Fabric Pieces 1-5:
Cut 5 - 6" x WOF (width of fabric) strips

-Border Pieces 6-9:
Cut 4 - 6" x WOF strips.
-Batting:
One 40 x 60 batt
-Binding:
Cut 5—2 1/2" x WOF strips and sew together for
binding.

Finished quilt size: Approx. 38.5" x 51"

Assembly: Sew 6" strips together as shown in Steps 1-3 (including side borders).

Some of the fabric
that is donated is kind of bleh like this tan
color, but putting it with the bright red bear
print and green plaid make the other two
shine.

Photo 2: Piece 2 and 3 are a small red and
white plaid. It reads more pink next to the big
floral. Again, a pretty but kind of boring blue
solid makes the floral print stand out.
