Tips for Using Monofilament Thread from the Craftsy Blog 

1. If you are winding monofilament thread unto your bobbin, slow down, or your thread will stretch. 

2. Choose a smaller needle to avoid leaving visible holes.  To thread the needle, tie the monofilament to a 

regular piece of thread and thread it through the needle. Then pull the monofilament through.
